










T. ‘Duke of Wellington’ (1925) this single late has 
heavenly white, egg-shaped blooms on strong 
stems over green foliage. 65cm (26”).
T. ‘Dutch Affair’ (Remarkable) scarlet body 
matched in intensity by yellow petal edges, but the 
petal tips are red. Foliage is green. 
T. ‘Dutch Design’ (Remarkable) dark pink single 
with a white margin but retaining the deep pink 
petal tips. Foliage is glaucous. Neat. 
T. ‘Dutch Fair’ big bold gold Darwin hybrid 
combined with wondrous red markings inside and 
out. Similar to ‘Striped Bellona’ and just as special!
T. ‘Dutch Lady’ pale flowers against glaucous foliage.
T. ‘Dutch Princess’ (photo above right) heirloom Triumph having orange flowers blushed red with a 
glowing golden edge echoed by a golden heart over green foliage.
T. ‘Dyanito’ bright red, lily-flowered tulip with a yellow base in mid season. Stands out against a 
backdrop of Philadelphus, the mock orange. 50cm (20”).
T. ‘Dynamite’ blow you away red Triumph that is a short grower in mid season. 40cm (16”).
T. ‘Dynasty’ (Konijnenburg & Mark) the creamy pink base of this Triumph gives way to vibrant 
bright pink in mid season. Foliage is grey-green. It can be had into flower at Christmas by planting 
at 18-21°C (60-70°F), no need for pre-cooling. Allow this pink to enliven a planting of the white T. 
‘Weisse Berliner’. 40cm (16”).
T. ‘Dyrham Park’ is an attractive, fringed orange in midseason.
T. ‘Early Blush’ creamy flowers with a purple blush are combined with green foliage on this 
Triumph. 50cm (20”).
T. ‘Early Glory’ fuchsia pink-purple Triumph with a white base. Flowers are held on dark stems in 
mid season. 50cm (20”).
T ‘Early Light’ is a single early orange with a yellow-orange thin edge over green foliage. Nice 
form and shining like a beacon in mid season. 40cm (16”).
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
